8) When Mr. Erdmann saw the coelacanth in Indonesia, he took a photo of the fish before it was sold. Erdmann later found out that this was the first reported sighting of the coelacanth in a place so far away from the catch of 1938. Another coelacanth was found off Indonesia in July 1998. It was alive when it was brought to Mark Erdmann, but it later died. This type of coelacanth is brown with golden flecks on its sides. 
Fossils of the coelacanth are on display in some science museums. There are no living coelacanth on display in an aquarium.
It is an ugly old fish but perhaps it is the most glamorous ugly old fish in the world. Its ancestors date back four hundred million years, but until 1938 scientists knew coelacanth (pronounced "see-la-kanth") only as a fossilized relic from the time of dinosaurs. 
Douglas Long of the California Academy of Sciences says of the coelacanth, "So it was almost a shock when in 1938 one showed up. You get what's called a living fossil, basically, a fish known only from the fossil record. Here it is, eighty million years later, you've got a live one." It was not extinct after all. 
A fisherman pulled the first known modern coelacanth from the waters off the Comoros Islands near Madagascar. South African biologist Marjorie Courtney Latimer came across it in a fish market, and by Christmas Day, 1938, it was on the front pages of newspapers around the world. 
A relative few coelacanth have been caught in the area over the years. Now the coelacanth has turned up again, nearly seven thousand miles from the Comoros Islands. This time it was found near North Sulawesi, in Indonesia. U.C. Berkeley biologist Mark Erdmann happened to be there on his honeymoon. 
Roy Caldwell of the University of California at Berkeley talks of Erdmann's discovery: "He went to a fish market to look for Manta shrimps, the animal he actually works on. His wife pointed out a large, ugly fish going by on a hand cart, which he immediately recognized as a coelacanth." 
Professor Roy Caldwell says the coelacanth just recently found in Indonesia apparently lives in the same type of habitat as those found near the Comoros Islands- about six hundred feet deep in underwater caves. 
Caldwell says one reason for coelacanth's popularity is its fleshy fins that remind people of limbs. He says, 
"So it was thought that they were direct ancestors of land vertebrates..." 
"You mean, our ancestors?" 
"Yes, our ancestors." 
"Were they?" 
"Turns out they weren't, but people thought that...ha ha"

 Developing Robotic Birds
After nearly a hundred years of powered flight, scientists are still trying to figure out how birds fly. 
Researchers have learned that the slapping noise pigeons make when they suddenly take off is the sound of super charged lift. They call it the "clap fling" effect. 
Here at S.R.I., international scientists try to duplicate the pigeons' thrust. A flashing strobe reveals the secret.
Scott Stanford, a scientist at SRI, says, "You're looking at the clap fling effect, where the two wings will come together and peel apart from each other, thus augmenting lift by drawing air from the top to the bottom." 
This mechanical bug won't get off the ground but its flapping wings demonstrate a potential propulsion system for robotic birds: man-made rubbery muscle. 
Roy Kornbluh works at SRI. "There, I'm turning the voltage on and off, and you can see when the voltage is on, the material is larger than when the voltage is off." 
Super computers show high-speed airflows over supersonic aircraft. 
But scientists have only begun to see how air flows at really low speeds. 
Professor Max Platzer of the Naval Postgraduate School, says, "The flapping wing is generating a thrust, this way, this is the basic physics of the phenomenon." 
It's pelicans - not pigeons - the Navy is looking at. The Navy is looking at the smooth easy flight of pelicans low over water -- called "ground effect." Researchers at the Naval Postgraduate School are trying to imitate the pelican's efficiency. 
Assistant Professor Kevin Jones of the Naval Postgraduate School says, "By flapping the wings, symmetrically, we're in effect imitating ground effect. We now have the same feature a bird sees when it's flying over a ground plane." 
An electric motor drives the flapping wings. Researchers here are working on ways to beam power to the tiny bird. 
David Jenn of the Naval Postgraduate School says, "There's no battery inside of here, so we're going to set this inside the radar beam, and the energy is extracted from the radar beam and will be used to propel the rotor." 
Scientists are learning it's one thing to build an airplane, but quite another to build a bird.

THE LADY, OR THE TIGER? (1)

In the very olden time, there lived a semi-barbaric king who was a man of exuberant fancy and of an authority so irresistible that, at his will, he turned his varied fancies into facts. He was greatly given to self-communing; and when he and himself agreed upon anything, the thing was done. When everything moved smoothly, his nature was bland and genial; but whenever there was a little hitch, he was blander and more genial still, for nothing pleased him so much as to make the crooked straight, and crush down uneven places.
Among his borrowed notions was that of the public arena, in which, by exhibitions of manly and beastly valor, the minds of his subjects were refined and cultured.
But even here the exuberant and barbaric fancy asserted itself. This vast amphitheater, with its encircling galleries, its mysterious vault, and its unseen passages, was an agent of poetic

When all the people had gathered together in the galleries, and the king, surrounded by his court, sat high up on his throne of royal state on one side of the side of the arena, he gave a signal, a door beneath him opened, and the accused subject stepped out into the amphitheater. Directly opposite him, on the other side of the enclosed space, were two doors, exactly alike and side by side. It was the duty and the privilege of the person on trial to walk directly to these doors and open one of them. He could open either door he pleased. He was subject to no guidance or influence but that of the aforementioned impartial and incorruptible chance. If he opened the one, there came out of it a hungry tiger, the fiercest and most cruel that could be obtained, which immediately sprang upon him and tore him to pieces, as a punishment for his guilt. The moment that the case of the criminal was thus decided, doleful iron bells were clanged, great wails went up from the hired mourners posted on the outer rim of the arena, and the vast audience, with bowed heads and downcast hearts, made slowly their homeward way, mourning greatly that so young and fair, or so old and respected, should have deserved so dire a fate.
But if the accused person opened the other door, there came forth from it a lady, the most suitable to his years and station that His Majesty could select among his fair subjects; and to this lady he was immediately married, as a reward of his innocence. It mattered not that he might already possess a wife and family, or that his affections might be engaged upon an object of his own selection. The king allowed no such arrangements to interfere with his great scheme of punishment and reward. The exercises, as in the other instance, took place immediately, and in the arena. Another door opened beneath the king and a priest, followed by a band of choristers, and dancing maidens blowing joyous airs on golden horns, advanced to where the pair stood, side by side; and the wedding was promptly and cheerily solemnized. Then the gay brass bells rang forth their merry peals, and the people shouted glad hurrahs, and the innocent man, preceded by children strewing flowers on his path, led his bride to his home.
This was the king's semi-barbaric method of administering justice. Its perfect fairness is obvious. The criminal could not know out of which door would come the lady. He opened either he pleased, without having; the slightest idea whether, in the next instant, he was to be devoured or married. On some occasions the tiger came out of one door, and on some, out of the other. The decisions were not only fair, they were definitely decisive. Thus, the masses were entertained and pleased, and the thinking part of the community could bring no charge of unfairness against this plan; for did not the accused person have the whole matter in his own hands?
This semi-barbaric king had a daughter as blooming as his most florid fancies, and with a soul as fervent and imperious as his own. In a pleasant valley in Thrace, among springing flowers and the happy songs of the birds, lived Orpheus, the first and greatest of musicians. By his wonderful playing he so charmed the hearts of men that they forgot their angry passions and evil desires and became gentle little children. Even rocks and trees would leave their resting place and come near to listen, while wild beasts became tame and harmless under the spell of his music.
Orpheus had a beautiful wife, Eurydice, and her sisters, the nymphs of the valley, living near by, accompanied them. Their life was a bright and wonderful one, with the music of Orpheus running through it like a magical thread, till a sudden and terrible thing happened. Eurydice, treading unwittingly on a serpent, was bitten in the foot, and, in spite of all that Orpheus and the nymphs could do, after a few hours of suffering she died, and her spirit fled to the Underworld, where Pluto the king and Persephone his young queen ruled over those who had died and been carried to Hades.
Now indeed were the days darkened for Orpheus. Nothing, not even his beloved lyre, could drag him from the depths of sorrow into which he had fallen, and at length, despairing of ever finding happiness without Eurydice, he determined to journey to Hades and ask Pluto to restore his lost bride to him. The ferryman refused to allow him to cross the river Styx; he had to face the fierce three-headed dog, the terrible Cerberus, which guarded the entrance to Pluto's realm; but his music so charmed these that he was allowed to pass.
Still playing on his lute, he went down the dark passages of Hades. At last he entered Pluto's palace, and before the King could protest at a living mortal thus appearing before him, Orpheus had poured forth the story of his grief and longing in a song surprisingly sweet and painful, which so moved even Pluto's hard heart that he agreed to give up Eurydice and allow her to return to earth. One condition he made. Till he had reached the upper air and was quite free of the kingdom of Hades, he was to trust the King's word that Eurydice was following him and do not look back.

1 I have devoted most of my professional life to the problems of alcohol and its abuse, most recently as director of the National Institution on Alcohol Abuse and Alcoholism. So I've spent much of my time trumpeting the fact that alcohol is a drug and that alcohol abuse id the most serious drug problem this nation faces. Nonetheless I believe firmly that alcohol can do more good than harm. For there is a safe way to drink.
2 Pharmacologically, alcohol is an anesthetic, not a stimulant. In moderate amounts, it appears
to stimulate because it inhabits those brain centers which restrict " less civilized" outbursts, as well as those which make us aware of exhaustion. Then we feel physically abler and emotionally freer. But with increasing doses, alcohol puts to sleep the brain centers which affect judgment, knowledge and social controls. Sufficient dosage can put us to sleep for keeps by anesthetizing those centers which control breathing and heartbeat. 

3 Responsible people, therefore, must choose rather carefully the time, place and circumstances of drinking. Obviously, if you are to engage in complex mental or physical activities --- writing, driving, business m it is scarcely appropriate to be under the influence of an anesthetic drug. On the other hand, if you're going to be sharing a meal or some other human interchange in a relaxed way, alcohol can be a rewarding adjunct to the experience---a true servant of man.
4 An essential point is that there is a known safe level of drinking. In preparing the second report to the Congress on Alcohol and Health, we found that researchers all over the world were independently using the same level to define safe or moderate drinking: 1.5 ounces of pure alcohol per day---the equivalent of three one-ounce drinks of 100-proof whiskey (which is 50-percent alcohol), four eight-ounce glasses of beer, or half a bottle of wine.
5 This limit, of course, is only a statistical average. For some people, even one drop of alcohol is too much. Nor do our findings permit saving up one day's ration in order to drink more the next day. At no time should any individual wishing to remain within the safe limits consume more than 1.5 ounces of pure alcohol in a single day.
6 Studies show that the driver who has consumed an amount of alcohol within this limit is likely to have an automobile accident than the driver who does not take any alcohol. But beyond 
this limit, when the blood-alcohol level (the concentration of alcohol in the blood)begins to creep over the .05 percent "sober" level, the risk of a traffic accident jumps enormously. By the time the blood-alcohol level reaches 0.2 percent---the level of most drunk drivers who are arrested---the risk of an accident is 100 times that of the non-drinking driver.

7 The manner of drinking is also crucial. One should always sip slowly. Alcohol is a highly unusual foodstuff in that at least 20 percent of it is absorbed directly from the stomach into the bloodstream without going through any digestive processes. Therefore, gulping alcohol produces a sudden, marked rise in the alcohol level in the blood and hence in the brain. Once alcohol is in the bloodstream, nothing, with the exception, of a kidney-dialysis machine, can clear it from the blood more quickly than the body's own-steady metabolic rate of three quarters of an ounce of pure alcohol per hour.
8 Another rule of safe drinking is that food in the stomach, preferably protein or fatty products, effectively delays alcohol's invasion of our systems. Food covers the stomach wall, making capillaries less accessible. It also sponges up the alcohol and carries it gradually through the digestive process, slowing absorption and allowing the metabolism and brain to adapt. So, as any experienced drinker knows, the same dose taken with food in the stomach will provide a more pleasant outcome-than alcohol on an empty stomach.
9 A number of other factors also influence our response to a drink. It's best not to take alcohol when physically or emotionally upset, lonely or in need of solace. It is true that. alcohol's anesthetic effect with dull the pain of loneliness. But alcohol is no substitute for another person. In other words, do not drink alone.
10 It's also best to drink in a relaxed setting. If I had to come up with an unhealthy drinking situation, I would have created the American cocktail party. Standing around uncomfortably in a
crush of people, most of whom one does not know, one tends to gulp that first drink. People like to think that the alcohol at cocktail parties makes it easier to get acquainted, and they cite the fact that strangers frequently pour out intimate details of their lives. In my judgment, a stranger sharing intimacies so freely is not relating to you--- he is relating to himself.
11 A medical colleague once tested this at a cocktail party when a woman was pouring out her heart to him. "I have just murdered my grandmother," he said. The woman smiled sweetly, said, "Isn't that nice, "and babbled on.
12 Regardless of where and how you drink, what you expect from alcohol is what you get. As with almost all drugs, expectation is strongly related to outcome. If you're part of a group that wants to act drunk, even with small doses, you'll feel drunk.
13 It's best, then, to drink with people who set expectations that are socially useful and not destructive. Too many Americans, preoccupied with drinking, fail in this regard. We spend a good deal of time thinking about drinking or talking about it. Our liquor advertisements imply that alcohol is proof of sophistication and worldliness. Or else it's funny. Just think about how we laugh when a comedian acts drunk. Thinking something is funny is a society's way of giving it social sanction. It is also a sign of discomfort---for jokes are a "safe" way to ventilate deeper worries. Study after study has shown that Americans are uncomfortable, ambivalent, almost guilt-ridden about their use of alcohol.
14 Why is this country so uptight about drinking ? In my opinion, one major reason is that our society places a great deal of stock in order and control. And being overdosed with a drug-drunk--- means being out of control. When we see someone who has lost control, it threatens our sense of control. Alcoholism is threatening because so many of us use alcohol. When we see an alcoholic, we are afraid that we could become alcoholics also.
15 If our culture were more open and less guilty about alcohol, I think we could do more for people with alcohol problems. We might also do more for our children. Surveys completed in 1975 show that children in this country between the ages of 12 and 17 are already manifesting severe alcohol abuse, in fact, five percent of these "kids" get drunk at least once a week.
16 What can parents do ? For one thing, they alter the use of alcohol in the home. I contend that we teach our children about alcohol very early. Toddlers notice that when Mommy and Daddy drink this particular liquid, they behave differently. The children can't miss the fact that it's something special -- especially when we tell them they can't have it "because it's not good for you." 
17 I see no harm in becoming more relaxed about alcohol in the home, even giving your child a taste if you're drinking and he wants it. Why not ? Other cultures do, in-a matter-of-fact way. Chinese, Lebanese, Spanish, Jewish and Italian people do not think there is anything special about giving alcohol to their young. Nobody makes a fuss about it, and these cultures use alcohol without appreciable problems.
18 Indeed, always to focus on alcohol in the context of alcoholism is, I think, to miss the point. If you-ate preoccupied with alcohol, if you or others in your environment are discomfited by this preoccupation, if alcohol interfere with your ability to function in other necessary ways, then you have an alcohol problem.
19 Our country is very concerned these days with safety and health. We have to remind ourselves that anything that affects human beings has a potential for harm. In too great a quantity, even oxygen and water, those essentials of life, can harm or kill. So life is a risk, and I suspect the only sure way to be safe from disease and dying is to be dead.
20 But there are safe limits that people can use in making their decisions about risk-taking: such as choosing to drink or not to drink or how much to drink. We ought to share with young and old alike the best available knowledge on such subjects. And then let each individual make up his or her own mind.

13) Psychologist George Spilich and colleagues at Washington College in Chestertown, Maryland, decided to find out whether, as many smokers say, smoking helps them to "think and concentrate." Spilich put young non-smokers, active smokers and smokers deprived of cigarettes through a series of tests.

In the first test, each subject sat before a computer screen and pressed a key as soon as he or she recognized a target letter among a grouping of 96. In this simple test, smokers, deprived smokers and nonsmokers performed equally well. 
The next test was more complex, requiring all to scan sequences of 20 identical letters and respond the instant one of the letters transformed into a different one. Non-smokers were faster， but under the stimulation of nicotine, active smokers were faster than deprived smokers. 
In the third test of short-term memory, non-smokers made the fewest errors, but deprived smokers committed fewer errors than active smokers. 
The fourth test required people to read a passage, then answer questions about it. Non-smokers remembered 19 percent more of the most important information than active smokers, and deprived smokers bested those who had smoked a cigarette just before testing. Active smokers tended not only to have poorer memories but al so had trouble separating important information from insignificant details. 
"As our tests became more complex," Sums up Spilich, "non-smokers performed better than smokers by wider and wider margins." Honduras' form has been topsy-turvy throughout the qualifying competition, ranging from Sunday's loss to Trinidad to a stunning win away to the United States and a five-goal demolition of their arch-rivals El Salvador.
On Sunday, they dominated the first half of their game in San Pedro Sula but were unable to convert their chances into goals only one point in eight games.

UN Vows to Aid Rwanda Refugees
From Reuters, September 1995
The head of the United Nations refugee agency promised more efforts Monday to persuade hundreds of thousands of Rwandan refugees to return home.
Sadako Ogata, the high commissioner for refugees, was speaking after arriving in Rwanda' s capital on a mission to push the UN's flagging voluntary repatriation program. Earlier, Tanzanian officials hinted to her that they might join Zaire in expelling the refugees.
"Repatriation is linked to resettlement, rehabilitation, a sense of confidence and reconciliation," Mrs. Ogata said at Kigali' s airport. "We will continue to take stronger measures so that those who want to go back will be assisted."
More than 2 million Rwandan refugees fled to neighboring Zaire, Tanzania and Burundi last year during a civil war. Many fear that if they return they will be killed in reprisal for the genocide of up to a million ethnic Tutsi and Hutu moderates in Rwanda.

New York Death Penalty in Effect
From The Associated Press, 1995
ALBANY, New York--After 18 years d being vetoed by Democratic governors, a death penalty law signed by George Pataki, the state' s Republican governor, took effect Friday. New York is the 38th state to enact a death penalty since 1976, when the U. S. Supreme Court allowed states to resume capital punishment.
"People out there understand that this is going to save lives, "Mr. Pataki said. He spoke at a news conference, surrounded by relatives of people killed in crimes that now qualify as capital cases.
Among the murders now punishable by death are those of police officers, prison guards and judges, serial killings, those committed with another felony such as rape, and slayings by terrorists. The killers would be executed by injection.
A coalition has been preparing an appeal since the bill was approved. It will be filed as soon as someone is sentenced to death, said Norman Siegel, executive director of the New York Civil Liberties Union. No one has been executed in New York since 1963. In 1965, the legislature suspended the death penalty due to doubts about over its fair application to minorities.

8) Farmer Calls Hole His Home
KENDALL J. WILLS, ASSOCIATED PRESSED
1 When fire destroyed Ernest Dittemore's six-room farmhouse 18 years ago, his neighbors got together to buy the 60-year-old bachelor a trailer house.
Dittemore was grateful. He thanked his friends, filled the trailer with food, then spent the night in a 4-by-10-foot hole that he'd dug in the ground with a shovel.
2 Now just months before his 78th birthday, Dittemore still goes into the hole every night, using the trailer just for storage.
"I'd been thinking about living underground for quite a while, even before the house burned,' Dittemore said. "It's a lot easier to heat.'
3 His underground house has dirt walls and a dirt floor. He sleeps on a bed of newspapers and uses a wood-burning stove for heat.
A skylight built into the piece of concrete that is his ceiling has been darkened by the smoke, but it still allows a little light in. There are no lights or electricity.
4 Dittemore is unconcerned about anybody who thinks he's odd. "As long as I like it, that's all that matters. I don't ask them what they think, and I don't care," he said.
At first people nearby in the small town of Troy, about 15 miles west of St. Joseph, Missouri, were confused. But they seem to have accepted Dittemore's unusual lifestyle.
Some affectionately call him the "cave man of Doniphan County."

5 To get to his underground room, Dittemore lifts the ceiling. Steps lead to the floor 7 feet below. He says it's comfortable enough, even when the temperature outside goes below freezing.
6 Two bad knees force Dittemore to use canes made from tree branches to get around. Even so, he takes care of 30 head of cattle, six horses, a dozen chickens, and a few cats and dogs on his 80-acre farm.
7 His money from Social Security* and cattle sales is enough to pay for what he needs.
Neighbors say Dittemore is not crazy. He sends birthday and Christmas cards to his relatives and friends. And when his legs were better, he helped them on their farms.
Neighbor Larry Jones returns this favor by bringing Dittemore food for him and his animals.
8 Jim Gilmore, who grew up on the farm next to Dittemore's, said his friend is just different, not a hermit trying to hide from the real world. 
"A lot of guys you read about, they seem to get mean living by themselves," Gilmore said. "But Ernie is the nicest guy you'll ever meet.
"One day we'll find him dead in the hole. But he'll die happy.'
